But you brought my life up from the pit, O LORD my God.”
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2:7 “When my life was ebbing away, | remembered you, LORD,
* and my prayer rose to you, to your holy temple.”
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2:8-9 “Those who cling to worthless idols forfeit the grace that could be theirs.

But |, with a song of thanksgiving, will sacrifice to you.
What | have vowed | will make good. Salvation comes from the LORD.”

Is Jonah thinking of the mariners, the Ninevites, himself or all of the above (and beyond)
when he confesses those who cling to worthless idols forfeit the grace that could be theirs?”
