1Sam. 6:5 Make models of the tumors and of the rats that are destroying the country, ...

Ezek. 23:14 "But she carried her prostitution still further. She saw men portrayed on a wall, figures of
Chaldeans portrayed in red,

2Kgs. 16:10 Then King Ahaz went to Damascus to meet Tiglath-pileser king of Assyria. He saw an altar in
Damascus and sent to Uriah the priest a sketch of the altar, with detailed plans for its construction.
